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THE OKINAWAS:

THEIR DISTINGUISHING CHARACTERISTICS

There are three ways by which those who trace their ancestry back to
the Loo}Choo or the Okinawan Islands can be determined : by physical ap-
pearance, by the character of the names, and by the Okinawan language or
accent. At the present time, ond outside the country itself, the last is

of little value.

PHYSICAL CHARACTERISTICS

Mixed Racial Origins There is a general agreement that the people

inhabiting the Okinawan Islands are mixed racilly and, in general, have the
same fundamental ingredients as those found in Japan proper.

In the two northernmost groups, the Tokara and Osumi Guntos, the people
are very similar racially to the Japanese living in Kyushu. Writing of the
Oshima or Amami Islands to the north of the Okinawan group proper, Doeder-~
lein speaks of "two physical types, the Japanese with a sharper chin, a bot-
ter nose, larger eyes and less well-developed prognathism and the second
type differentiated by hairiness, not less well developed than that of the
hairiest Furopean." In the Okinawas occupying the two groups of islands to
the south, there are minor variations in their racial composition.

Perry's Opinion It is interesting to observe how near Perry in his

visits in 1852-1854 seems to have come to the truth when he writes about
Okinawan origins., "The Commodore, from such observations as he could make,
thought that the Lew Chewans were a mixture, made up possibly of Japanese
(who preponderated), Chinese, Formosans, and, perhaps, Malays; and that the
is%gnd, commencing its population at a very early period, from some accident,
such as shipwreck, had, from time to time, added to its inhabitants from the
adjacent regions, until the whole was fused into the present stock. In per-
sonal appesrance the Lew Chewans did not seem to him to be unequivocally
either Chinese or Japanese in aspect.”

Racial Compogition If we add to this galaxy of people, Japanese,

Chinese, Formosans and Malays, named by Perry, the "gentle and hairy Ainu"
we may be approachimg the actual picture of the racial composition of the
Okinawas. Schwartz, who was a miggionary among them for many years and who

already knew Japan from north to south, comsiders them more mixed racially
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than the Japanese. One "can find types among the people," he writes,

"resembling the Chinese and the Japenese, and some unlike either." We
are informed that "Some of the older written sources say that Okinawans
are not quite so 'Oriental' in appearance a8 are other Japanese."

Physical Types Definite physical types come out in examining a large

group of the people, each representing very clearly one or more of the ra-
cial strains which make up their composition: Mongoloid as scen among the
Cﬁinese; Malay or Indonesian as seen in the Philippines, Formosa and Mala-
ya; Korean; and Ainu.

Physical Characteristics In general terms, the inhabitants are

shorter in stature than the pcople of the north and the body is more
stocky. There is a more prominent nose, a higher forehead and less well~
developed check bones than those of the Naichijin of Japan proper. The
skin color is darker. The hairiness of many of the people is often especi-

ally noted.
Malay or Indonesian Strain. As suggested first by Commodore Perry,

this Malay blood comes out strongly in some of the Okinawas. In connection
with this component in the population, it should be remembered that Okina-
wa's nearest neighbor to the south is Formosa where Grajdanzou says before
the sixteenth century the population wers "almost exclusively tribes of

Malayan or Polynesian origin, related to the principal tribes of Mindanao

and Borneo."

The Ainu Strain The hairiness is undoubtedly due to the Ainu compo-

nent, which receives most prominence in the literature. The Ainus are the

modern representdtive of an early white race which seems to have been widely

the aboriginal peoples of all the Japamese islands and it is also

Curly hair is

found on the mainland and in other parts of the Oceanic area.
a characteristic shared both by the Ainu and the Okinawas but a wave in the
hair is by no means unknown among Some of the Japanese, although not to such

a great extent as among those of thesc southern islands.

Whenever one sees any large congregation of Okinawas, the hair is the

most outstanding characteristic of the group. The hair on the head is lux-

uriant and it usually has a distinct wave. There is also considerable hair

on the arms, legs and chests of the men. The accompanying photographs of.

Okinawen natives show these characteristies. They were selected out ef a

large number as "typically Okinawan".
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OKINAWAN NAMES

As Labels of Origin In looking over a list of Japanese surnames in

relation to the prefecture of the owner or of that of his or her ancestors,
one can see a number of names which can often be associated with a definite
geographical area, larger in general than chat of the prefecture. Wata-nabse,
for example, is frequently found in northeastern Japan; Mitsu-naga, in

Kyushu.

Okinawan Nemes This association of certain combinations of sounds or

syllables With definite areas is particularly common in the Okinawan Islands.
Many of the typical names in this region are used only as nouns in other
parts of Japan. It is readily possible in meny cases, as indicated above, to
pick out Okinawas by their names. See List of Names.

If, in any list of Japanese names, it 1s thus possible to ascertain
with a fair degree of accuracy a large proportion of those belonging to
Okinawa, it can be seen that this method is a very useful one in breaking
down the Japanese names into those used by people from Japan proper and
those whose origin is traceable to the southern islands. Thus, this is the
system used in arriving at the number of Okinawas who have enlisted in the
United Stautes Ammy.

There is another type of name which falls into ar intermediate class,
often Okinawan but sometimes also carried by those usually from Kyushu or
southwestern Japan. These are underlined in the List of Names. In such in-
definite cases, the given name often determines the native home of the owner.
If actual names of individuals known to the writer are taken as examples,
Yamauchi ( ;L\Kﬁ}~) is in this doubtful class as to its Okinawan origin, but

Shoyei (éﬂ ;?Z ), the given name of the individual in question, is definite-
1y Okinawan. So with Ishihara ((C? @ ), which is doubtful; but Ryojen
(‘i;k\iér), the given name is clearly Okinawan.

Uyehara ( jﬁ\Z%L ) is a name common among these people from the southern

islands, but, in this case; the particular individualhas been given the name

Yukuo (&\Ga ﬁt\), clearly Japanese, thus placing him in the latter class. In
one family whose name is Uyehara or Uehara, the fear of being looked upon as
Okinawan is so great that the first character of the name, meaning "up", is

read kami (Kamihara -- L@\) rather than uye, as the former reading is
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never found among Okinawas. As ue (uye)( J:\ ) corresponds to kami (j’.\?
in standard Japanese, the Loo Choos have a tendency to think all their ues
are kamig, which is not true. An Uemura who lived in Okinawa was called

Kamimura (7\%7 zkft ), for it was thought this was the proper form in good

Japanese.

There is another means whereby an inlabitant of the southern islands is
clearly indicated by his name. Under the Satsuma regime in the official
records of family names, a distinguishing character was of'ten added to the
name ideograph but this was not pronounced, as Naka,which in Okinawa is
written/{ \*(3 , appears in J apanese\’j[? . Thus the characters composing the
name are often useful as indications of whether the individual is or is not

an Okinawa,

Shiro and other Common Names A list of 261 different family names of

2395 individuals was taken from the 1941 edition of the Nippu Jiji Directory
of Honolulu. This was made up of the names of all the persons who were down
as having come from Okinawa-ken or whose ancestors were born there. The
characters belonging to these family names are given in the List of Names.
This list was made the basis for o study of the types of names most commonly
found.

The name appearing most frequently is Higa (ft‘ .%j’g with 172 exemples.
There then follow in frequency three with the final syllable shiro (’ﬁ];\/) 5
"castle" ; Kane-shiro ( EX\ "gold or rich castle" (160); O-shiro (’L‘V;\&)’
"large castle" (120); and Miya-shiro (\?1%) , " shrine castle" (95). These

"middle"; the last, "root". The middle syllable may be written with a

Geographical Names In looking over the list and omitting those using

-shiro, it is seen that the last syllable of the name most commonly signifies
something geographical. This is, of course, a common feature in many Japa-
nese names. In the Okinawan list we find -hara ((ﬁ , " field"; -yama( J«\ ¥y

In many cases the first syllable of the surname indicates the character of
the field, the mountain or the village: as, Naka-hara (\#7 ,ZET)\ , Uchi-yama
( \@\ ‘l\) » or Oku-mura ( \fp\#ﬁ )y The first two mean "the center field"
and"the center mountain"; the last, "the interior village". Kami-yama

( 7\4 )\ ) signifies "the god moumtain". A description of the geographical
term may be found: as, Naga-yama (/& )\ "the long mountain"; Ishi-kawa
( & )\\ ), "stony river"; Waku-kawa (;\ﬁ )l, ), "bubbling river".

Pronunciations The same ideograph may be pronounced in one way in stan-

dard Japanese and in another in Okinawan. Thus, Naka-shiro (\/‘Ipf&/ ) in
Japanese may be Neka-gusuku, Chujo or Chujyo in the other dialect. Kiyabu
( )9’7;4,‘)‘;\/) in Japanese becomes Chyan; Kobashigawa (/] \/] )'] ), Kwaschay
Nakamura ( A\if %’Y Nakandakari; and Nobarikawa (%:— ') ), Nobunya. It
should be added that in every case the Japanese form of pronunciation is now
used.

Later we shall see people with this ancestry changing the spelling of
their names in order to conform to the Japanese usage.

It is interesting to note that Gillis and Pai in their "Japanese Surnames"
do not include in their lists any of those which are typically Okinawan.

Given Names The first names of the 2,395 persons whose last names have
already been discussed have been examined. The most common of these are
given in the List of Names,B, and are arranged in two groups: those typically
Okinawan and those common both to the Loo Chooané and to the Naichijin. As

with the Japanese, if the name is written in the Japanese phonetic. symbols, it
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is always that of a woman but, in some cases, this sex writes the name in
Chinese characters. Males in all cases write their names in Chinese charac-
ters. In gfaneral the characters themselves among the Okinawas are mote come
monly read in the "On" or Chinese reading, whereas the'.T apanese usually read
in the "Kun" or Japanese pronunciation. It should be pointed out that it »is
often difficult to determine the meaning attached to various names since sev-
eral characters with verious meanings may have the same sound.

There was a very great variety in the given names and a very large num-
ber were definitely Japanese. The others, as just noted, seem to fall into
two gréups -- those typically Okinawan and not found among the Japanese, and
those commonly found among both the Japanese and the Loo Chooans.

It will be seen that two of the names above are those of animals: Kame,
"tortoise,”" and Ushi, "cow". Kuma (@f/\), "bear," ;3 also found. The second

common meaning is that of a growing thing: Kama, "reed," Matsu, "pine tree,"

as above, with Shoei or Shosei (4{;,{:‘:}: ) (from she also a "pine tree").
Another category in Okinawen names is that of household utensils, as shown by
Nabe (é}%) » "pot" or "pan" and Taru (71%1;? > "barrel".

The ideographs for all of these are n re commonly read with the Chinese
pronunciatién. As with the family name, it is not uncommon for an Okinawa
to change the reading of the character for his name from the Okinawan to the

Japanese in order to disguise the fact of the Loo Chooan heritage.



LIST OF OKINAWAN NAMES AND THEIR CHARACTERS
A: FAMILY NAMES

The basis of this list is from the Nippu Jiji Nekan, Honolulu, 1941,

and contains the names and Japanese characters of all persons in this Di-
rectory who trace their ancestry bhack to the Okinawan Islands. Before
each name is the number of adults listed who have this appelative. On
this list from the Nippu Jiji are also indicated those with the same last
names who were inducted into the U.S.Army in Honolulu in March, 1943. The
numbers following the names refer to these A.J.A. volunteers.

The names which have no number either before or after them are from a
list of Okinawan names collected by Inagaki Kunizaburo, a Japanese travel-

ing in the Loo Choo Islands, and published in his Ryukyu Showa. The author

listed those names "difficult and unusual" which are often found in the
southern islands.

Names are underlined which occur both among Okinawas and Naichijin,
more especially those from Kyushu and from the guntos south of it. There
are names in the list which are not underlined that are not exclusively
Okinawan by sound, but the characters given with them show they are defi-
nitely from these southern islands. ‘
